ON THE GOSPEL

See thou tell no man…

Having cured his body, Jesus bids him tell no one.  Some say that He so 

commanded him so that malice might not be stirred up because of the 

healing, which is foolishness.  For He did not heal so that the healing 

should remain doubtful; rather He ordered him to tell no one so that He 

might teach us not to be taken up with boasting and vain glory.  Why 

then does He order a person healed on another occasion to proclaim the 

fact?  (Mk 5:20; Lk 17:18). In that case, He was teaching men to be 

grateful.  For there He did not command that He Himself be proclaimed 

but that glory be given to God.  In the case of the leper, He teaches us to 

turn from vain glory; in the other, that we ought never be ungrateful, but 

should refer all things in the praise and glory of God.
